There is also a mountain of crystal and
mushrooms.
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Gabal El Englez in
Albaioty

Called by that name, because this
mountain over by many English People
Up and down in World War II. They were
staying on the black mountain. And now
found the remains of their buildings on it.

El Haiz City

Located 40 km from Albaioty, consists of a
group of manors, which are Tablamon ,El
Aza, Reese ,Ein El Sheikh and El Gh'rbia.
This Archaeological area contains a group
of ancient palaces, tombs and churches
dating from the late Ages and the Roman
era.
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The Valley Of The
Golden Mummies

Contains thousand Mummies .As Oasis
was inhabited by 33 families in the era of
the Pharaohs and the Romans. Antiquities
Authority revealed 10% of these mummies
and the rest in the ground.

Amenhotep Hony
Tomb

One of the oldest monuments in the
region, Where dating to the era of the
modern state. Exactly at the end of the
Eighteenth Dynasty and the beginning
of the nineteenth. Where the Cemetery
llustrates the Governor of Bahariya Oasis
Amenhotep Hony worship, the Gods and
also illustrates an aspect of economic life,
most notably agriculture.
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Alzbo Villages,
Mendishah,El Hara,El
Kabala and El Agoza.

The advantage of these villages is the
existence of sandy and rocky hills in many
parts of it.And these villages depended
on agriculture in the old and modern
ages. Which are based on Wells and
groundwater.Most of their monuments
are around agricultural areas and the old
springs.
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Ba’er El Matar
Region

It is about historical monument for main
well. This well represents deep natural
breakdown. Its water reaches the
vegetation area at a distance of 10 to 15
km through a series of historical Romanian
wells.
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Muftla Region

It is a high sandy plateau, overlooking
the vast range of crops. It has Pharaonic
Funerary Temple. And also Alepeshmo
well with two sources of water, one cold
and one hot. And converge in a single
path in the cavity of a deep rock inside
mountainous cave.



El Kaser Region

This area includes the remains of a
fortress from the Roman era and a great
temple was built in the reign of King Isis
and Ahmose II.

Alexander Temple
The Great

The temple has a unique unrivaled in
Egypt. Devoted to the God Amun-Re and
is characterized by the Holy of Holies
carvings depicting Alexander the Great,
presenting offerings to the God Amun.
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Ancient Mosques

Oasis has a group of ancient mosques
from hundreds of years. Such as
Albawity,El Balad,El Gals, El Safaia,and
El Zawia mosque which is the first one
Lifts his minaret from mud-brick.

Pena Nieto Tomb

This Tomb dating back to the family twenty-
sixth, Discovered in 1938. This cemetery
has historic significance in what manner
and method used in the paintings and
engravings, Pharaonic fonts and colors.

A maze of monolithic rocks capes rise up
from the desert floor to heights of 1.750
meters creating a natural challenge for
serious mountaineers. There are many
other spectacular treasures this vast
wilderness holds in store.
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Petra

Petra chosen as one of the 7 world
wonders, it is without doubt Jordan most
valuable treasure and the greatest tourist
attraction. It is a vast, unique city, carved
into the cheer rock face by the nabataeans,
an industrious Arab people who settled
here more than 2000 years ago, turning
it into an important junction for the silk,
spice and other trade route that linked
China, India, and southern Arabia with
Egypt, Syria, Greece, and Rome.

By the 16th century, Petra was completely
lost to the West, and so it remained for
almost 300 years. Then in 1812, a
Swiss traveler named Johann Ludwing
Burckhardt persuaded his guide to take
him to the site of the rumored lost city.
Secretly making note and sketched, he
wrote “it seems very probably that the
ruins at Wadi Musa are those of ancient
Petra”.
