Discover Egypt



Tutankhamun

Tutankhamun was an Egyptian
pharaoh of the 18th dynasty
(ruled 1333 BC — 1323 BCO),
during the period of Egyp-

tian history known as the

New Kingdom.

Tutankhamun is the
most famous pharaohs,
forreasons notrelated to
the achievements made

or wars won by him, but

for other reasons con-
sidered important in
terms of history. The
most prominent is the
discovery of his tomb
and treasures in full
without any damage.
The mystery surround-
ing the circumstances

of his death, that many
people considered the
death of Pharaoh ata very
early age is abnormal, es-
pecially with the presence
of fractures traces in the
thigh bone and skull. Also
the marriage of his minister
to his widow, after his death
then declaring himself the
Pharaoh.

All of these mysterious
events and heavy usage of
the myth of the pharaoh’s
curse associated with the
tomb of Tutankhamun that
were used in films and vid-
eo games.
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All these made of Tutankhamun the most famous pharaohs of the mys-
teries, unanswered questions have considered the oldest assassinations
in the history of

humanity.

Tutankhamun was 9 years old when he became pharaoh of Egypt .His
original name, Tutankhaten, means “Living Image of Aten”, while Tut-

ankhamun means “Living Image of Amun”. Tutankhamen lived in a
transitional period in the history of ancient Egypt, where he came after
Akhenaten, who tried to unify the Gods of ancient Egypt in the form
of the one God. The 1922 discovery by of Tutankhamun’s nearly intact
tomb received worldwide press coverage. It sparked a renewed public
interest in ancient Egypt, for which Tutankhamun’s burial mask remains
the popular symbol.
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The Discovery of King Tutankhamun’s Tomb



In AD 1908, Lord Carnarvon, a
wealthy English aristocrat, ob-
tained a concession to dig in the
Valley of the Kings at Thebes, west
of Luxor.Then asked Howard Cart-
er, who had connections with the
authorities at the Egyptian Antiqui-
ties Service, to direct the excava-
tions at Thebes.

Carterclearedthetombs of Tuthmos
is the Fourth, Yuya and Thuya, and
Hatshepsut. He was forced to stop
the excavations when the First
World War began in AD 1914, but
resumed the work in AD 1917. On
the first of November, AD 1922, he
started digging in a place near the
entrance of the tomb of Ramesses
the Sixth.

Four days later, the workmen came
upon a trench filled with rubble
leading to a staircase cut in the
rock. The staircase led to a blocked
doorway, plastered and sealed with
the royal necropolis seals.

The excavations revealed the most
unexpected and exquisite discov-
ery ever found in Egypt, and per-
haps anywhere. The tomb of King
Tutankhamun was found after be-
ing hidden for more than 3000
years.
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The Importance of King Tutankhamun’s Treasures

King Tutankhamun’s collection of treasures is significant for several rea-
sons. The treasures date back to the Eighteenth Dynasty. At that time,
Egypt had strengthened relations and cultural influence with the regions
of the Ancient Near East, especially those of the northeastern territories
and the Aegean Sea, as a result of military campaigns, trade, and the
exchange of craftsmen and artists.

Tutankhamun’s collection is the most complete royal treasure ever dis-
covered, consisting of more than 3850 artifacts. Spectacular examples
include an exquisite gold mask and three mummy-shaped coffins, one of
solid gold and two of gilded wood.

This collection was kept intact in Egypt to show how royal tombs were
provisioned.
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The discovery included everyday artifacts such as toys and games, chairs,
stools and beds, wine jars and boxes of food, bows, arrows, swords, and
boomerangs. The collection also included guardian statues, ritual stat-
ues of deities, and magical objects to protect and assist the king in the
afterlife.

We learn much from this discovery about the personal life of the king,
such as his love of hunting, his happy marriage to his wife, Ankhesena-
mun, and his relations with high officials, who provided him inscribed
Shawabtis statuettes intended to perform work in place of the deceased

in the underworld.

A sight not to be missed at the Pharaonic Village is the authentic replica
of King Tutankhamun’s tomb. The word “replica” actually does not do
this wonder justice.This copy is an exact replica of the tomb, except that
there is a passage which runs round the different parts, so that visitors
can look through special openings to see the contents of the rooms.
